* SONEDE : is responsible for the production and distribution 

of potable water in urban areas and large villages.

* 1st decade(1970-1980)

To Satisfy growth water needs of urban big areas in all

uses (household, industry and tourism).
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* SONEDE : 4 regional directions and 38 districts.

* 2nd decade (1980 +)

To satisfy others urban areas and rural dense 

population.

* The current stage is to ensure the service road in any 

circumstance and to improve water and service quality.
